irrespective of the version of population projection used, the message is consistent; the population of the      
borough has been growing in recent years and is going to continue to increase for the foreseeable future.    
 

The birth rate is expected to remain at the recent high level (over 2,300) and the age profile of the borough is 
predicted to change with growth in the number of those aged 65+.  These issues are significant and will put ever 
increasing demands on local services.  Service planners need to consider potential future service demands     
arising from the local population and incorporate this information into service design. 
 

From a local economic perspective the situation seems fairly static.  With decreasing or consistent                    
unemployment rates over the past year and fairly high but stable house prices, local resilience to the national 
economic trends appears fairly high but needs careful monitoring as the picture continually changes.

In Kingston the number of live births is expected to remain high at over 2,300 for the next 10 years.  This is 
in line with projections for Greater London.  The GLA projections indicate that the number of births will        
decline from 2016 onwards; however the ONS have projected continual rise in numbers 
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Components of Population Change 

Population 

The three contributors to population change are the numbers of births, deaths and migration 
Rising birth numbers together with a decreasing number of deaths has resulted in increased natural 
change over the past six years 
Over the past two years natural change (between births and deaths) has been higher than migration in to 
and out of the borough 
This change is the combined result of rising birth numbers, fewer deaths and decreasing migration into 
the borough 
Migration into the borough peaked in 2004 /05 when it was nearly double current levels  
The migration figures for moves within the country and international migration have fallen over the past 
couple of years.  This trend was also seen in London during 2009/10

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Knowing our CommunitiesτEqualities Data 

This section provides information on the diverse communities within the borough. Although the information 
will give an overview of these communities, the diversity is not fully captured in the national data. A number of 
sources have been provided to give the Council and partner agencies a better understanding of the                     
community when planning services and recruiting staff. 
 

Gender 
The ONS Sub-national Population Projections 2010 estimate that in 2011 there are 76,686 males living in the 
borough and 80,538 females (this equates to 49% and 51% respectively). 
 

Transgender 
In the United Kingdom the term transgender is normally used as an umbrella term for all people who cross  
gender boundaries, whether this is permanent or not. The Census does not ask if people identify as                       
transgender. Currently there are huge inconsistencies in population estimates of transgender people,                         
estimating anything from around 65,000 to 300,000 people. This variation demonstrates that it is important to 
find accurate measures of the transgender population at local and at national levels.  It is difficult to ascertain 
the level of discrimination, inequality or social exclusion faced by the transgender community. At present there 
is no official estimate of the transgender population in Kingston. 
 

Ethnicity 

It is estimated that since 2001 the population of Kingston has become more ethnically diverse and that this 
trend is expected to continue in future years.  The 2011 Census data, to be published from mid 2012, will be 
able to give greater clarity to these projections.

Religion and Belief 
In the 2001 Census the majority of residents said that they were Christian (64%). There were also a significant

Nationally the British Social Attitudes survey (latest version published in 2010) tracks people's changing social, 
political and moral attitudes and informs the development of public policy. This shows that there has been a 
sharp decline in religious faith in Britain: 
 

In Britain, those who profess no-religion have risen from 31% to 43% between 1983 and 2008. In 2009, this 
was found to have further risen to 51%. 
Conversely, in 1983 66% identified as Christian, in 2008 the number was 50%. In 2009, this further                          
declined to 43%.  
The proportion identifying as belonging to some other religion has risen from 2% in 1983 to 5% in 2009

Sexual Orientation 
Data on same sex couples aggregated by the ONS indicates that there were 312 people in same sex                          
relationships in Kingston in 2001. The population in this group will become clearer because of the introduction 
of civil partnership registrations. There have been 98 registrations in Kingston since services commenced from              
December 2005 whilst 228 individuals have given notice of intent to form a civil partnership. Nationally it is 
estimated that lesbian, gay and bisexual people constitute 5-7% of the total adult population.

The ONS also provide statistics on the number of adults in the borough that are accessing NHS specialist    
mental health services. Between April 2009 and March 2010, 3,378 people residents accessed mental health 
services, of these 57% were female.

Background 

The English Indices of Deprivation measures relative levels of deprivation. This breaks up England 
into small areas called Super Output Areas (LSOAs); there are 97 LSOAs in Kingston upon Thames 
There are seven domains measured separately in the Indices of Deprivation.  These are combined to 
give the Indices of Multiple Deprivation (IMD) 
The last Indices of Deprivation was released in 2010.  The methods used to produce the 2010 data 
are very similar so the findings can be compared between 2007 and 2010 
Most of the indicators used in these statistics are from 2008 
The Indices of Deprivation 2010 are provided by the Department for Communities and Local               
Government

In 2007 Kingston was ranked 222nd out of 326 local  
authorities in England (1 = most deprived) 

In 2010, Kingston  upon Thames is now ranked 264th
